Reading 1,000 books before
kindergarten is a low pressure way to close the vocabulary
gap & develop early literacy skills crucial to success in school.

Break it
down! 1 book a day = 365 books a year. 3 years puts you over
the goal with 1,095 books. Any book read to your child counts
& repeating books is okay! Keep track of your books with the
library's log.

Each child completing the program will receive a Certificate
of Completion & a small prize.
